Tip from Chris Sanderson

Alko Stabilisers - noise problems. My guidance in the last Tips & Ideas (Feb 2010) covered checking
and cleaning the friction pads on the Alko 2004 & 3004 type Stabilisers. Curious as to what was causing
the friction pads to contaminate, | spoke to one of the Alko Reps at this years NEC Caravan Show. Having
had the problem previously drawn to their attention, Alko had carried out detailed tests on the carbon
deposits found on the pad surfaces. The tests revealed the carbon to have been derived from exhaust
emissions in particular those of diesel cars.

The conclusions drawn was that not all diesel powered vehicles will cause the contamination as several
other factors have to be considered, like the position of the exhaust to the tow hitch, the design of the
vehicle and air movements around such whilst travelling etc.

For those of us who have experienced the problem at least we are now aware of what is causing it and
regular checks and cleaning should prevent noise re-occurence

Caravan Door Locks —
You like many have probably got a door lock on your caravan (or Motorhome) that locks with the

lever in the upright position and pushing the lever down allows you to open the door. Not so good
if you have a dog like our “Florence” who quickly found that if you jump up and put one of your
pads on the locked door lever - heh presto you're out. Possibly young children out there with
similar ideas?

My initial research to overcome this, considered the external locks offered by companies such as
Fiamma. However, fitting one of these locks would have proved impossible due to the door
opening design and/or access to the inner side of the caravan panels. Approaching Homestead
Caravans at Weeley for a solution they suggested changing the inner part of the lock for the
“opposite hand” i.e. one designed for when the door is hinged on the opposite side or hung on the
other side (foreign models).
Mine is a Hartel Door and Locks and it was just a simple job of removing the four retaining
screws/bolts** and replacing the inner part of the lock. (No need to alter the outer part containing
the lock barrel so no change of keys).
Door now locks with lever in down position - Florence is foiled and we are happy. Cost approx £32
which is £5 or so cheaper than Fiamma option.
** gcrews/bolts located under plastic covers.
